Roy Nightingale was elected to the Town
Council on the 7th May 2015 and currently
sits on the Events, Tourism & Developments
Steering Group.

You were one of the members heavily
involved with the Council’s response to
the COVID-19 lockdown earlier in the year.
What was that experience like?

Group, what are the plans moving forward for

future events in the town?
It was sad that due to circumstances Westgate

Day was cancelled as it had proved to be a great
success last year and so much forward planning

had already taken place, although we did have
the very successful Scarecrow event.

Westgate Days in the future can only be better.
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You are passionate about improvements to
local transport. Has this been a challenging
area during your time on the Council and
what are some of the successes in the last
few years?

| do believe that one positive from the lockdown
period is that it has brought Westgate as a
community even closer together and highlights
how a local Council and community can work
effectively together. Hopefully this can be
acknowledged too with the abolition of the
imposition of the one-way system.

One of my concerns are the communications

of the town in particular train and bus services.
Regarding the station some improvements have
been made but | am still concerned that the new
bridge is not “step free” and therefore difficult

for some people with disabilities and buggies.

In addition, there is no step free access from

the platform to the train. It is still a big issue that
so few trains stop at Westgate as this would be
helpful for businesses in the town as well as local
residents. | have continued requesting that the
present bus service be improved however little
seems to have changed. It is still not possible

to travel directly to Broadstairs, although some
of the buses still advertise “take the breeze to
Broadstairs”. | have also been asking why the
last bus from Margate to Westgate is at 10.15pm,
sadly there has been little response but the battle
will go on with both the rail and the bus services.

Although there are things that can be improved,

| still know that Westgate is a great place to live,
with a real community that cares for one another.
So my thanks to the community for allowing us to
be part of it.

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Westgate Allotments — A History

An allotment was originally defined as the
amount of land that could be cultivated
during the spare time of a labourer - in other
words it was intended to be used to produce
food for a family, not for selling at a profit, for
example. Usually an allotment did not exceed
4 acre in size. A small holding, which could
be used to produce an income, was anything
from one acre to fifty acres. Local Councils
often owned both.

The Local Government Act of 1894, by which
the civil parish of Westgate on Sea was created,
gave a stimulus to the movement, although
Westgate was not affected by it for some years.
In 1908 the Small Holdings and Allotments Act
gave the power to local councils to purchase
land compulsorily, if they wished and for some it
was their duty to provide them.

In the First World War, as food shortages grew,
the Parish Council encouraged anyone who had
a small amount of land to spare to allow it to be
used as allotments - some of the private schools
gave up bits of their playing fields. At the end of
the war these had to be returned, yet there was
a growing demand for allotments especially from
returning servicemen, some of who had been
injured. Gardening proved to be therapeutic.

In 1919 County Councils were given the power
to purchase land and lease it to Parish Councils,
if they could not afford to purchase it for them
selves. By April 1919 Westgate Parish Council
had received six applications for allotments. Mr
Burge of Dent de Lion Farm was asked whether
he had any land he could lease or sell, but was
unable to do so. By October 1919 thirty seven
applications had been made and the Parish
Council was desperate so the Parish Council
asked Stanley Rogers, the agent of the owners
of the Westgate Estate, Coutts’ Bank, to try to
obtain land from the Estate. The owners were in
the process of selling off all that remained of their
land, but as building land, and it was realised
that such a transaction would not be cheap.

In November 1920 Coutts agreed to sell four
acres south of what is now Lymington Road

to the Council at £90 per acre and the Council
agreed. In December 1920 instructions were
given for it to be laid out in 10 perch plots (the
old measurement of rod, pole or perch equalled
5% yards) and an order put in to Lockwood’s for

]
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stakes. Each allotment was taken very quickly.

Early in 1921 permission was being sought to
erect garden sheds and this was granted, as
long as they did not exceed five feet in height.
So popular were the allotments that in April 1921
more land was purchased from Messrs Longrigg
and MacDonald of Streete Court School (to the
south of the park in Victoria Road) at a cost of
£324 13s 6d.

In 1922 water was laid on and in 1924
permission was granted for an allotment holder
to keep no more than two pigs on his land. The
allotments soon became self financing and

the Council expressed its satisfaction and the
subject disappeared from the Parish Council
Minute Books.

When the civil parish was absorbed into the
Borough of Margate in 1935 the allotments were
taken over by the Corporation and remained in
their care until the next re-organisation of Local
Government in 1974, when they became part of
the properties owned by Thanet District Council.

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Our First Honorary Freeman - Dr Dawn Crouch

Dr Dawn Crouch was born the daughter of

a Shepherd in Chilham, Kent. Of quart pint
size, she is as sharp as a pin with an eagle
eye and a relentless blood hound instinct for
historical fact.

Dr Crouch has received and compiled, from all
over the country and abroad, archival material
for the Westgate Heritage Centre which she
conceived and achieved with the dedicated
support of church members. The Centre was
opened in 2007 by Sir Roger Gale and images of
the day are available on the Heritage website.

In May 2015, the Westgate on Sea Town
Council was established; the following year it
was proposed that the town council honour Dr
Crouch’s achievements, by conferring on her
the title of First Honorary Freeman. We were
extremely fortunate to have the assistance of
James Brazier, a former Borough Treasurer well
versed in the procedures of local government.
James very kindly prepared the Honorary
Freeman Scroll to be presented to the newly
conferred First Honorary Freeman with the
ceremony taking place at the Town Hall Buildings
on the 25th June 2016. The honour was in
recognition of three decades working with St
Saviour’s School, the Church and ultimately the
establishment of the Westgate Heritage Centre.

Prior to those three decades, Dawn was a
teacher at Dane Court Grammar School but later
her love of cars inspired her to train as a driving
instructor, which in turn lead her to become an
examiner and eventually running her own driving
school. Many driving students were former pupils
of Dawn’s: a testament to the respect Dawn
gained in her time as a teacher.

But what of Dawn’s tastes and preferences ?

A keen internet shopper, her IT skills are well
honed. She is a lover of the arts but a nonfan of
piped music. Dawn is incredibly well organised
and well-travelled; she thought nothing of setting
out on her own across the globe to the continents
of Australia and Canada. At home she regularly
visited London Museums well into her eighth
decade. Other passions are meringues, gypsy
tarts and caramels all tempered with fresh fruits,
for her five a day.

Dawn’s experience spanned 90 years on the
4th September 2020, this went un-noted by the
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town council thanks to their forgetful Chairman!
However, through her engagement with the
community, her all-embracing attitude to others
and an ability to relate to what is current and
happening now, Dawn was surrounded virtually
by thirty friends and well wishers waving to

her on her balcony at her bizarrely modern

flat situated on the crest of the hill along Sea
Road, overlooking West Bay. A home she
unexpectedly purchased one afternoon in 1970
when it was still a hole in the ground and part of
the demolition site of the former Victorian family
house ‘Danehurst’.

Today, undeterred by a recent fall, Dawn
continues to gather and collate new stories and
data on the history of the town, her creative
imagination and drive belies her physical years.

| believe everyone will join us in thanking Dawn
and all those who have steadfastly supported
her, for the incredible contribution of invaluable
historical records she has painstakingly
researched and collated for Westgate on Sea,

a unique town designed by the first developers
during a bye gone era when the aristocracy and
upper classes of London flocked to this coast to
spend their summers away from the heat and dirt
of the city; enjoying fresh air and clean sands, at
West Bay and St. Mildred’s.

Birthday” from Westgate on Sea Town Council.

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Westgate Against Rubbish

The Town Council has recently purchased
and installed seven new green public litter
bins that have seagull aperture flaps that
help prevent the gulls getting access to
the rubbish.

Our three-person Cleansing Team have

now added these to the emptying schedule
which regularly takes place three times a
week and over the weekends during the busy
summer period.

The locations selected have been as a result of
feedback from residents and Town Councillors
who live locally and are aware of problem areas
where litter can accumulate.

The bins are sited on Linksfield Road,
Quex Road, Beach Road, 2 on Sea Road,
Minster Road and Lymington Road.

Fly-tipping is the illegal disposal of controlled
waste and has been a problem during lockdown;
we would like to ask residents to be extra vigilant
as the cost of removing items is often met by

the taxpayer.

The removal of fly-tipped material is also a draw
on limited resources for both the Town and District
Councils. Thanet District Council use signage
used in some locations to identify the penalties

as the act of fly-tipping is a criminal offence which
can result in the issue of a fixed penalty Notice or
if prosecuted in court can lead to an unlimited fine
and up to five years imprisonment.

Any private land is the responsibility of the
landowner to clean and maintain. If you do notice
any fly-tipping you can report this to Thanet
District Council using an online form from the

Mental Health

In the UK in 2018, there were 6,507 deaths
by suicide (a rate of 11.2 deaths per
100,000 people).

Rates vary across the UK, with the highest

rate in 2018 observed in Northern Ireland

(18.6 deaths per 100,000), followed by

Scotland (16.1 deaths per 100,000 people), then
Wales (12.8 deaths per 100,000 people) and
England (10.3 deaths per 100,000 people).

Overall, men accounted for three-quarters of UK
deaths by suicide in 2018.

Depression is a serious clinical illness.

Health professionals use the terms ‘depression’,

‘depressive illness’ or ‘clinical depression’ to refer

to something very different from the common
experience of feeling down, miserable or fed up
for a short period of time.

The feeling of depression is much more powerful

and unpleasant than the short episodes of
unhappiness that we all experience from time to
time. It goes on for much longer. It can last for
months rather than days or weeks. Most people
with depression will not have all the symptoms
listed here, but most will have at least five or six.

Symptoms
You:

» Feel unhappy most of the time (but may feel a
little better in the evenings)

+ Lose interest in life and cannot enjoy anything
+ Find it harder to make decisions

» Cannot cope with things that you used to

» Feel utterly tired

« Feel restless and agitated

+ Lose appetite and weight (some people find
they do the reverse and put on weight)

» Take 1-2 hours to get off to sleep and then
wake up earlier than usual

+ Lose interest in sex

» Lose your self-confidence and feel useless,
inadequate and hopeless

+ Avoid other people, feel irritable

» Feel worse at a particular time each day,
usually in the morning

» Have suicidal thoughts

]
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It is common for us to not realise how depressed
we are, because it comes on so gradually. We
may be determined to struggle on and can often
blame ourselves for feeling lazy or feeble.

Other people may need to persuade us that it is
not a sign of weakness to seek help.

When should you seek help?

* When your feelings of depression are worse
than usual and do not seem to get any better.

» When your feelings of depression affect your
work, Interests and feelings towards your
family and friends.

+ If you find yourself feeling that life is not worth
living or other people would be better off
without you.

It may be enough to talk things over with a
relative or friend who can help you through a bad
patch in your life.

If this does not seem to help, you probably
need to talk it over with your family doctor. You
may find that your friends and family notice a
difference in you and are worried about you.

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Covid & Virtual Meetings

One of the many ways your Town Council
are helping with dealing with Covid 19
& Coronavirus.

Whilst to many, the beautiful resort of Westgate-
on-Sea is a historical, quaint & picturesque area,
Westgate is also something of a technological
forerunner. For example, Westgate had the first
Electric Street Lights in the UK (1878), along
with being the home of one of the very first
Royal Naval Air Service Seaplane bases (the
forerunner of RAF Manston). Yet, despite both
of these, and many other areas where Westgate
has stood at the very head of advancement in
the world, Westgate is still seen as a charming &
historical little hamlet — a bourg even!

Today, still keeping up with being at the forefront
of technologic advances, and in the light of the
current strict social distancing policies & the
current ‘Rule of Six’ that Covid has presented the
Country with, Westgate’s Town Council are proud
that they are able to conduct their Town Council
meetings virtually - and have been doing so
since early May this year.

Though some are aware of ‘Virtual Meetings’, there
are still many who are not. A Virtual Meeting is just
as the names suggests: a Meeting that is ‘held
virtually’ - which means that the meeting isn’t held
in the traditional manner of ‘people in a room’, but in
the ‘ether’ (so, on the Internet). Virtual meetings can
be watched/attended by a variety of technological
devices, including home PCs, mobile phones,
tablets & smart TVs. There are several ways of
holding these virtual meetings and your Town
Council have chosen to go with the most popular
one; Zoom. Whilst there are free options available,
Zoom, being a professional operation, isn’t one

of them - but our Town Clerk has managed to
negotiate an annual charge of under £60/annum —
which equates to annual cost of around a mere 1p,
per home, in Westgate each year.

The exact way you would attend a virtual meeting
would depend on your method of watching it - if
you know how to use Zoom, the connection
details are given at the top of each Meeting’s
Agenda. For other ‘newbies’ to the scheme, there
is even a trial way of accessing Zoom, so you can
give it a test first. If you have any questions about
connecting to, or using, Zoom, please e-Mail ClIr
David Wallin (dwallin@westgateonsea.gov.uk)
who will help you get it set up, which could be by
phone, e-mail or even remote access.
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New Noticeboard for
the Town Council Office

The Town Council has now been in residence
at 78 St Mildreds Road for more than one

year and following feedback from some of the
community the Town Council has now secured
permission from Thanet District Council
Planning team to have a dedicated noticeboard
on the front of the Town Council office.

This will be used to display statutory official
notices, including Agendas, Finance reports and
Audit inspection details. This should prevent the
need to clutter the windows, ensure that residents
have more accessibility to the notices and the
Town Council has met the statutory obligations as
a Local Council.

Seeds can be purchased through
this catalogue at a discount. The Association

At present it is
“looking” after some trees that that been donated
to Westgate in Bloom so that they can be brought
on, ready for planting around Westgate.

Value of an Allotment during COVID 19 - during
this very trying period in our lives, the allotment
has been a good way of exercising and getting
out, while keeping safe. The allotment allows
social distancing at its best while still being able to
wave hello to others therefore for some a lifesaver.

A few words from some of our allotment holders:
For me, the allotment is a saviour for mental and
health wellbeing. | personally hate the winter,

so | turn my spare bedroom into the potting/
greenhouse in February get my mind going,
planning about what we are going to grow and the
reassurance that spring is on its way. Spring is
full of planting out and nurturing. There is always
someone to talk to at the allotment as well as just
being able to potter about and before you know it,
you have been up there for hours.

“In the Covid 19 chaos, our allotment has been an
oasis of near normality.

During lockdown, instead of being isolated at
home, we have been able to go to the plot every
day, get plenty of fresh air, exercise and interact
with our neighbours (socially distanced of course).

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Street Scene

Thanet District Council Street Scene is part
of a joint enforcement team, who focus
primarily on waste crimes in Thanet.

The team consists of six investigators, one
operational support officer and an education
officer, whose main roles include investigating
fly-tipping, dumped waste, duty of care offences,
household waste issues, and commercial waste
crimes. The district is split into five areas, where
one investigator predominantly covers to build
local relationships etc, although there is of
course overlap subject to number and scale

of incidents.

The joint enforcement allows officers in

other roles, such as civil enforcement, dog
warden, CCTV (both overt and Regulation of
Investigatory Powers Act approved covert) etc,
to act as eyes and ears and to support where
necessary, providing synergy benefits.

The legislation mainly used to enforce against
the waste crimes is the Environmental Protection
Act 1990.

Fly-tipping in normal times (pre-Covid) is dealt
with by rummaging for evidence or utilising
witnesses/CCTV. ltis a criminal offence and the
investigations abide by all Police and Criminal
Evidence legislation.

For more serious fly-tips, we would have sought
prosecutions through magistrates (fines up to
£50,000), and lesser amounts are often dealt with
by immediate £400 fixed penalty notices (FPNSs).
